1 Chablis 1er Cru - Domaine de la Motte
Lightly toasted buttery oak on the nose, the palate is complex and mineral
yet ripe with plenty of fresh Chablis acidity.

2 Pouilly-Fumé - Les Griottes
A great example of Pouilly-Fumé, exhibiting aromas of limes and freshly
cut grass which intermingle with smoky gun-flint and a dry steeliness
culminating in a crisp, balanced finish.

3 Sauvignon Blanc - Marchais
This very aromatic wine is well balanced and has a smoky, floral note.

4  Picpoul de Pinet - Domaine de Montredon
Crisp, clean, mineral and simply perfect with the local oysters. With a
delicate nose of exotic fruit and white flowers lifted with remarkably fresh
acidity and just a hint of saltiness on the finish. A classic from this region
and immensely popular right now.

5 Pinot Grigio - Garganega
Light, fragrant aroma of citrus peel and white flower. A soft easy drinking
dry wine displaying green apple flavour on the palate and a lively citrus
finish.
